The County Engineer s a i d t h a t t h e a p p l i c a t i o n was 
c o m p l i c a t e d by t h e f a c t t h a t t h e a d j o i n i n g landowner, 
Mr. M u l k e r r i n s had widened h i s own e n t r a n c e and b o t h 
were now u s i n g an u n a u t h o r i s e d e n t r a n c e o n t o t h e 
N a t i o n a l Secondary Road a t t h e same p o i n t . The 
County Engineer s a i d he e x p l a i n e d a t t h e l a s t m e e t i n g 
how he had d i f f i c u l t y e x i t i n g from t h e s i t e because o f 
th e i n s u f f i c i e n t s i g h t d i s t a n c e . He s a i d t h a t an 
a l t e r n a t i v e ' e x i t c o u l d be p r o v i d e d o n t o t h e County 
Road. He s a i d t h e r o a d was a v e r y busy one b e i n g t h e 
main, r o a d t o C l i f d e n and west and t h e r e had a number 
of f a t a l i t i e s , one o n l y a few hundred y a r d s from t h e 
s i t e . The County Engineer recommended t h a t t h e 
a p p l i c a t i o n be r e f u s e d . 

Deputy ̂  McCormack s a i d t h a t t h e r e was no a l t e r j i a t i v e 
e n t r a n c e o n t o t h e s i d e r o a d as t h i s was now b l o c k e d by 
a 6 f o o t V a i l . R e f e r r i n g t o t h e o b j e c t i o n because o f 
th e h e a v y - t r a f f i c . Deputy McCormack s a i d t h a t he had 
examples-* • o f Permissions g r a n t e d i n ^ s i m i l a r 
c i r c u m s t a n c e s and mentioned one a t Drimcong.. He s a i d 
he c o u l d n o t u n d e r s t a n d why P e r m i s s i o n would n o t be 
given'. • •:-; 

C o u n c i l l o r Gavin s a i d t h a t he l i v e d o n l y a c o u p l e o f 
hundred y a r d s from t h e s i t e i n q u e s t i o n . He s a i d t h e 
a p p l i c a n t had a s e r i o u s problem as he had no e n t r a n c e 
e x c e p t o n t o t h e N a t i o n a l Secondary Road. He s a i d t h e 
a p p l i c a n t had f o u r young c h i l d r e n , a l l under t h e age 
of 4 y e a r s , who c r o s s t h e r o a d e v e r y day t o t h e i r 
g r a n d p a r e n t ' s house. He s a i d t h a t Ross C a s t l e was 
now d e v e l o p i n g as a s i g n i f i c a n t g a s t l e and t h e r e were 
s i x houses on t h a t r o a d and Pe r m i s s i o n s f o r o t h e r s . 
He s a i d t h a t t h e a p p l i c a n t c o u l d n o t a f f o r d t o buy any 
l a n d : o f f Mr. M u l k e r r i n s and t h a t hp was i n a v e r y 
d i f f i c u l t p o s i t i o n and something would have t o be 
done. 

C o u n c i l l o r Joe Burke ? a i d t h a t y h i l e t h e County 
Engineer recommended r e f u s a l on r o a d s a f e t y grounds. 
Deputy McCormack s a i d t h a t o t h e r Permissions.,had been 
g r a n t e d on t h e same r o a d . C o u n c i i i o r iBitrke a l s o 
r e f e r r e d t o t h e f a c t t h a t , t h e C o u n t y - E n g i n e e r s a i d 
t h e r e was an a l t e r n a t i v e access w h i l e C o u n c i l l o r Gavin 
s a i d t h e r e was'nt. The County E n g i n e e r ^ r e p l i e d t h a t 
t h e P l a n n i n g S t a f f had made Suggestions about 
a l t e r n a t i v e s but. had go t no response.
