6965:- O u t l i n e P l a n n i n g P e r m i s s i o n g r a n t e d t o Mr. 
P. F a l l o n f o r one d w e l l i n g h o u s e i n 1970. 
The p e r m i s s i o n has s i n c e e x p i r e d . 

PLANNING CONSIDERATION. 

The p r e v i o u s o u t l i n e p e r m i s s i o n on t h i s s i t e was 
g r a n t e d i n 1970 b e f o r e t h e r o u t e was d e s i g n a t e d t o be 
a N a t i o n a l Route and when r e s t r i c t i o n s t o development 
on t h i s r o u t e were n o t as severe. The p e r m i s s i o n has 
l o n g s i n c e l a p s e d . 

The v a r i o u s County Development Plans s i n c e t h a t t i m e 
have s e t o ut r e s t r i c t i o n s a g a i n s t developments a l o n g 
N a t i o n a l Routes such as t h i s one, based on t h e 
e s t a b l i s h e d c o - r e l a t i o n between a c c i d e n t o c c u r r e n c e s 
and number o f access p o i n t s . Such a p o l i c y has been 
expressed by t h e Department o f t h e Environment and 
has been r e p e a t e d l y u p h e l d by An Bord P l e a n a l a . 

T h i s a p p l i c a n t has made no s p e c i a l c l a i m by w h i c h he 
might be c o n s i d e r e d t o be among t h e c a t e g o r i e s o f 
housing need which a r e a l l o w e d t o be l o c a t e d on t h e 
r o u t e . I t s h o u l d be p o i n t e d o ut t h a t t h e de p t h o f 
the s i t e i s o n l y a p p r o x i m a t e l y 29 metres whereas t h e 
County Development Plan r e q u i r e s a b u i l d i n g l i n e o f 
a t l e a s t 23 metres f r o m t h e e x i s t i n g f r o n t boundary. 
T h i s would l e a v e o n l y 6 metres deep i n which t o b u i l d 
h i s house. He has n o t i n d i c a t e d on t h e maps 
s u b m i t t e d t h e exact l o c a t i o n o f t h e proposed house, 
s e p t i c t a n k o r p e r c o l a t i o n area. 

RECOMMKNDATION. 

1. The proposed development would endanger p u b l i c 
s a f e t y by reason o f a t r a f f i c h azard because 
the s i t e i s l o c a t e d on a h e a v i l y t r a f f i c k e d 
s e c t i o n o f t h e N a t i o n a l Secondary Road where t h e 
maximum speed l i m i t a p p l i e s and t h e t r a f f i c 
movements ge n e r a t e d by t h e development would 
i n t e r f e r e w i t h t h e s a f e t y and f r e e f l o w o f 
t r a f f i c on t h e roa d . I n a d d i t i o n , t h e development 
would m i l i t a t e a g a i n s t t h e o b j e c t i v e s o f t h e 
P l a n n i n g A u t h o r i t y t o : -

(a) p r e s e r v e t h e l e v e l o f s e r v i c e and c a r r y i n g 
c a p a c i t y o f t h e road so t h a t i t can f u l f i l l 
i t s f u n c t i o n as a t h r o u g h road f o r heavy 
t r a f f i c . 

(b) p r o t e c t t h e p u b l i c i n v e s t m e n t i n t h e 
N a t i o n a l Road n e t w o r k . 

2. The proposed development w o u l d c o n t r a v e n e t h e 
County Development P l a n {Chapter 8, T a b l e 8B) 
whi c h l i m i t s development a l o n g t h i s r o a d t o 
tho s e where e s s e n t i a l f a m i l y h o u s i n g need 
e x i s t s , a c a t e g o r y o f development w h i c h .-
does n o t a p p l y i n t h i s case. 

Mr. F l o o d s t a t e d t h a t i t i s n o t t r u e t o say t h a t t h e 
ro a d i s now s a f e r as r e a l i g n m e n t o f a r o a d r e s u l t s i n 
h i g h e r speed o f t r a f f i c . The County E n g i n e e r 
i n f o r m e d t h e M e e t i n g t h a t t h e volume o f t r a f f i c on 
t h i s r o a d , a c c o r d i n g t o t h e l a t e s t a v a i l a b l e f i g u r e s 
i s a p p r o x i m a t e l y 4,500 v e h i c l e s p e r day o f w h i c h 10% 
c o n s t i t u t e s heavy goods v e h i c l e s . The County 
Engineer a l s o s t a t e d t h a t t h i s r o a d i s t h e main r o a d 
t o C a s t l e b a r , r e f e r r e d t o t h e f a c t t h a t o p enings 
a l o n g N a t i o n a l Routes and r i g h t t u r n i n g movements 
cause a c c i d e n t s , and t h a t a p p r o x i m a t e l y 50% o f a l l 
a c c i d e n t s o c c u r on N a t i o n a l Roads. The County 
Engineer i n f o r m e d t h e M e e t i n g t h a t l a n d a l o n g 
N a t i o n a l Routes s h o u l d n o t be used f o r h o u s i n g 
developments.
